2018 has been a monumental year! From nationwide rebranding to 

launching new local programs, we have spent a year making major 

changes to ensure that we continue impactfully serving youth for 

years to come. Though we look a little different, our core vision 

remains the same: seeing every youth fulfill their potential with a 

positive adult role model by their side! This vision, in fact, inspired the 

changes. 

In 2018, we became Defenders of Potential through a nationwide 

rebrand to modernize and embolden the look.  Our vision is the 

lifeblood of our work, program-defining, operations-informing, 

and decision-guiding. Under this vision, together we are gathering. 

Together, we ignite, empower, and defend potential in our local youth. 

“We” includes more than just the staff. It includes the Littles, Bigs, 

Guardians, Donors, Board Members, Cheerleaders, Advocates, and 

Champions – it includes YOU. Together, we are united as Defenders of 

Potential, and the biggest piece of this equation is YOU!

Under this renewed focus, we have expanded the opportunities 

we provide to our youth. With a generous grant, Big Brothers Big 

SIsters launched The NIPSCO Academy: Mentoring Youth in Science, 

Technology, Engineering and Mathematics, focused on exposing 

youth to STEM fields. Through a second generous grant from AEP, 

we received the funding for our first ever science lab. Together, these 

initiatives will enable youth to discover potential in STEM-related 

areas, areas many student have little to no previous exposure.

Amidst these external changes, our staff have undergone many 

internal changes as well. We launched our first-ever marketing 

department, aimed at more vocally sharing our vision.  This effort 

capitalized on local talent, bringing in many new interns as innovators 

and norm-changers. We rolled out a new software for tracking and 

monitoring Matches as well as a new framework for our Match 

Support Team – and the results speak for themselves. 

This year, we greatly exceeded our agency’s Match goal and supported 

over 1,700 Matches this year – almost 200 more than last year. On top 

of these one-to-one Matches, we continued to support waiting youth 

through the First Friends and First Mentors programs. We expanded 

our school and education-based programs including Real Men Read, 

School Buddies, and Big Futures. All while implementing internal 

infrastructure to sustain the growth.

Even still, over 400 children are still waiting for a mentor. 

Disproportionately, these waiting children are boys, especially 

Hispanic and African American boys. These boys need local men to 

step up to mentor them, to make next year record-breaking in not just 

capacity but also in variety. They already have the capacity to succeed 

– they just need someone to encourage them to live up to their fullest 

potential.

Throughout this year of new and renewed beginnings, we always 

remember that we do not succeed alone. We thrive as a direct result 

of your generous time and monetary contributions. Your support 

enables us to create and professionally support these life changing, 

community-changing mentoring relationships. Yes, you are a 

community-changer. A life-shaper. A difference-maker. Because every 

Match impacts not just the Big and the Little but also their parents, 

guardians, siblings, teachers, spouses, and friends. You help change 

thousands of lives just by supporting Big Brothers Big Sisters and 

making one match at a time.  Whether $10 or $10,000, we thank 

you!   The Board and I assure you that we use every dollar to its 

fullest potential to fulfill potential in our youth, our agency, and our 

community.

Yes, 2018 was an astounding year, and in 2019 – we will face bigger 

challenges, skyrocketing costs and even more children with their hand 

in the air ----- waiting for a BIG.  Yet with your help and support we 

will face these obstacles and find the potential in everything we do.

Once again, 2018 reminded me of the joy I receive 

from supporting Big Brothers Big Sisters of Northeast 

Indiana. I have been on the Board of Directors since 

2014 and have served as Board President since 2017. 

Our organization is an excellent example of the 

impact a group of people can have when they dedicate 

themselves to a vision for a better tomorrow. Our 

agency has built a strong foundation to embrace 

change, take advantage of new opportunities, and help 

establish the new brand of Big Brothers Big Sisters. 

A major change that we implemented in 2018 

led to overwhelming benefits. To serve our youth 

better, we introduced a new service delivery model, 

which restructured how our match support team 

functioned. The restructuring aligned the different 

phases of a match with an appropriate level of support 

from the agency. As a result, we saw growth in the 

number of matches we served and improvement in 

the level of support provided to those matches. In 

2018, the agency supported 1,732 matches. This total 

exceeded our agency goal and is almost 200 more 

matches than we supported in 2017. The new model 

should also improve long-term match retention and 

provide better support for new match relationships. A 

special recognition goes to the match support team, 

who worked through the changes and continues to 

ensure our matches are on track for an impactful 

relationship. 

As part of setting our youth on the path to a 

bright future, we received funding for a new STEM 

Academy. The goal is to equip our youth with the 

skills necessary to pursue STEM-oriented careers.  

In addition to the STEM Academy, the agency also 

received generous funding for its first ever science lab. 

This lab will provide hands-on learning opportunities. 

These two initiatives are unique to our agency, and 

set us apart by providing value-added experiences not 

otherwise available. 

Most noticeably, we also rebranded this past year as 

part of a national campaign to modernize our look 

and diversify the support base of the agency. The 

changes of the rebrand have reverberated through the 

organization and reenergized the focus on the mission. 

I personally like the brand’s definitive call to action, as 

we are all “Defenders of Potential.” 

Our agency spent 2018 making decisions with the 

balanced approach to make a difference for youth today, 

next year, and the next five years. To everyone currently 

involved with us, whether as a donor, volunteer, staff 

member, board member, or committee member, thank 

you for your contributions to our success in 2018. 

To everyone considering involvement, I personally 

encourage you to consider spending some more time 

with our agency or attending one of our events. When 

you do, I am confident you will discover that the people 

are authentic, the passion is contagious, the impact is 

tangible, and the future is promising.

Through this difficult time and many other challenges, Adrian 

and Brian have grown incredibly close. “I enjoy just giving 

Adrian that interaction with someone who really cares and 

seeing him grow up into a man,” Brian explains. He commented 

that “Adrian has grown into himself a lot more. He’s way more 

confident and assured. He’s become very close with family, and 

has a close circle of friends.” 

Indeed, Adrian has grown quite a bit since the two met. Brian 

now has a family and Adrian considers these kids his younger 

siblings; they adore him in return. Now seventeen, Adrian is on 

track to graduate in the spring of 2020 and is thinking about 

attending college for something in the medical field. He has 

already toured some schools and is narrowing down his list.

For years, Brian has encouraged Adrian to dream for the future, 

saying, “my biggest impact on Adrian has been showing him 

that there is a large world out there – and that he has access 

to it.” As they prepare for life after high school and the changes 

that will come, Adrian and Brian will stay side by side. 

According to Adrian, “Brian is just fun to be around, always 

listens to me, and helps me grow by encouraging me. Brian is 

my real big brother. He is just different than anyone I’ve ever 

known, and it’s what I want to be like too.”
